We need to step up macroeco-
nomic policy coordination, uphold the security of the interna-
tional economic and financial systems, promote innovations
in the digital economy and inject confidence and impetus into
global growth, to be partners in promoting the world eco-
nomic recovery. We need to steadfastly advance economic
globalization, support the multilateral trading regime, firmly
oppose the politicization of economic and trade issues, and
keep global industrial and supply chains stable and smooth,
to be partners in promoting open cooperation at the global
level. We need to jointly protect planet Earth as our green
home. We should uphold the principle of common but dif-
ferentiated responsibilities, follow through on the G20 Green
Development Pact, push forward green and low-carbon de-
velopment, and protect the marine ecological environment, to
be partners in promoting global sustainable development. In
a word, we must choose solidarity over division, cooperation
over confrontation, and inclusiveness over exclusion. Only
by doing so can we open up brighter prospects for global de-
velopment and usher in a better future for humankind.

China has all along stood for peace, development and
win-win cooperation. We are committed to being a builder of
world peace, contributor to global development and defender
of the international order. Going forward, we will remain
firm in deepening reform, expanding opening up, pursuing
high-quality development, and advancing Chinese modern-
ization. This year, the Chinese economy has generally been
on an upward trajectory, and solid progress has been made
in high-quality development. China’s development enjoys
bright prospects, and will inject more and fresh impetus to
the global recovery and sustainable development. China will
host the third Belt and Road Forum for International Coop-
eration next month and the sixth China International Import
Expo in November. All parties are welcome to take an active
part in these events and share the opportunities of mutually
beneficial cooperation. China is ready to make greater efforts
together with all other parties for the good of our common
planet, common home and common future!
